4.          If you are the home team i.e. the team that appears first on the list it is your responsibility to collect the match card and make sure it is signed by both teams prior to the start of the match. Then give it to the umpire to keep.  The umpire will return it to the CV Committee (rule 4E & 4K)
 

5.         It would also be sporting if the home team provided refreshments at the end of the game.  You are allowed to talk to your opposition and don’t forget 3 cheers to your opponents and umpires -  These are not rules – just suggestions.
