Please remember to check  player signatures and names and keep the card safe.. Please be there at least 15 minutes before start of play and let Patricia or Jane know if you can not make any match allowing sufficient time for allocations





Discipline Rule 19


Remember -Breaking the rules and / or any action not in the spirit of the game can result in a free or penalty pass/shots as appropriate to the situation. So take action on the court if you receive any inappropriate comments from players or officials





Also Rule 20 – You can use if you need to


If a player or team coach/official shows any misconduct you can warn them and award a penalty or free pass/shot on court. So brush up on the rule.





Injuries at Central Venue Matches.





Although there is no injury time it is important that common sense is applied. Umpires should stop the game and give time for the injured player to be removed from court or re-start play asap.  The sub should come on court immediately as to not to disrupt play – this again is the decision of the umpire.


 Blood rule – stop game allow the player to leave court - cover blood and return to play asap. Check the ball and remove any blood. Note: play continues whilst the player is off court. They should then return on court after a goal is scored or during a subsequent stoppage
