5.         It would also be sporting if the home team provided refreshments at the end of the game.  You are allowed to talk to your opposition and don’t forget 3 cheers to your opponents and umpires -  These are not rules – just suggestions in the spirit of the game.

Have you booked your umpire for your next fixture ? You must enter the name of your umpire in the “umpiring book” at least 14 days in advance of your fixture (not the umpire).  Remember it is the teams responsibility to do this. This book can be found on the CV committee desk. This is done on a first come first served basis. Failure to provide an umpire MAY RESULT IN LOSS OF POINTS (rule 5e) .
